•A summary slide with a conclusion (if necessary)  

•Resources used within the research process 

•A minimum of five (5) ways to avoid becoming a victim of identity theft. 

•The following terms and/or concepts: 

oPretexting 

oDumpster diving 

oPhishing 

oSmishing 

oMail theft 

•Graphics may be included where appropriate (optional)
